The Keeper of Music

Michael Praetorius (1571 [approx.] — 1621) was a German organist, composer,
and music theorist. He was born Schultze but is known by his Latinized
name. Praetorius was an ardent Protestant and showed a keen interest in
Protestant music. He became famous as a theorist and champion of music.
Thanks to him, we can learn about what music was like in the 17" century.

Perhaps Praetorius never envisioned himself as a keeper who would
preserve for posterity the most valuable information about the performance
practices of his time — from a catalog of instruments to detailed instructions
for playing them. He was born into a religious family close to Martin
Luther, the central figure of the German Reformation. Praetorius received
a brilliant theological education for his time, primarily in Latin, which was
traditional for spiritual and scholarly pursuits. His places of study included
the Latin schools of Torgau and Zerbst, as well as the University of Frankfurt
(Oder). After completing his studies, Praetorius turned to religious music,
incorporating Protestant principles into it.

Throughout his life, Michael Praetorius composed sacred works, which
comprise a significant portion of his 17-volume output. He transformed
traditional musical forms, such as the motet, under the influence of Lutheran
ideals. For instance, he composed them with German texts and in accordance
with church practices. Martin Luther’s psalms were one of the important
literary sources for the composer, and he frequently set them to music.
Michael Praetorius was a pioneer in many techniques in his country. For
example, German sacred music owes the emergence of the choral concerto
and introduction of the thorough bass to this composer.
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But he remains remembered in the history of world culture largely thanks
to his three-volume treatise, Syntagma Musicum. A veritable encyclopedia,
in which Praetorius collected and systematized information on most of the
features of contemporary musical theory and practice — only the most recent
theory of composition fell outside the researcher’s focus. Michael Praetorius
even subordinated this strictly scholarly work to Protestant principles. He
wrote the last two volumes in German, which was a rarity for scholarship
in the 17" century. The second volume, “De Organographia,” collected
information and illustrations of his contemporary musical instruments, and
was accompanied by commentary on performance techniques. This publication
was not only an indispensable reference for the 17" and 18™ centuries, when
the tradition that existed in Praetorius’s lifetime was in use, but also a source
of information for authenticists of the 20" and 21 centuries.

Michael Praetorius not only composed music and explored its structure,
but was also a curator and cataloger. He published many Renaissance and
Baroque compositions, both pre-modern and contemporary. That is why
modern scholars refer to him as “the elder” and “the collector,” using the
German and Latin versions of his last name.

Firma Melodiya is releasing the rarest part of Michael Praetorius’s musical
legacy. He was also known for writing secular music, but only one compendium
has survived. Terpsichore, Musarum Aoniarum Quinta contains approximately
300 pieces (in comparison, his nine volumes of sacred works, titled Musae
Sioniae, contained 1,244 pieces), mostly instrumental arrangements of French
dance music.

The idea arose from the widespread fashion for French music in the early
17" century. In the 1610s, while working on Terpsichore, Praetorius served



as court conductor to the Duke of Wolfenbiittel in Lower Saxony, northern
Germany. The idea of working with French music was suggested to him by
a fellow courtier, the dance master Antoine Emeraud. As a result, Michael
Praetorius compiled a variety of dance pieces of his time, one might say the
hits of aristocratic entertainment. Terpsichore, Musarum Aoniarum Quinta
offers a glimpse into the music heard at early 17"-century balls — branles,
bourrées, courants, gagliardas, gavottes, and other forms — and preserves
the image of a rich and fashionable celebration of its time.

Tata Boeva
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Idea and Execution: musical ensemble Traditerra

The album dedicated to the work of Michael Praetorius, a prominent German
composer from the turn of the 16" and 17* centuries, is presented by the
Traditerra ensemble, which brings together some of the leading Russian
performers of early music. The ensemble’s name combines the words “terra”
and “tradition.” One could say that Traditerra represents the “territory of
tradition.”

To record this album, the ensemble’s musicians used authentic musical
instruments, as described by Praetorius himself: a duo of Renaissance
bagpipes, a cittern, a four-row guitar, recorder flutes, and a variety of
percussion instruments that recreate the atmosphere of the splendor of
royal celebrations and folk festivities.

Dmitry Cherevko

Vladimir Molodtsov is a performer on period wind instruments,
including the bagpipes, krummhorn, and recorder flute. He graduated from
the Syktyvkar College of Arts (now the Komi Republic College of Arts). He
has transcribed and published numerous collections of dance music from
the Renaissance and early Baroque periods. He is the author of instructional
manuals for the recorder flute and Renaissance bagpipes.

Ksenia Kudryavtseva is a performer on period and contemporary wind
instruments. She is a regular member of the Alcadntar ensemble, where she
studies early music from the Classical, Medieval, Renaissance, and Baroque



periods. She owns over 100 early musical instruments, recreated by craftsmen
based on historical sources. She specializes in wind instruments, owning
over 50 early, modern, and traditional ones.

Ekaterina Lozbeneva is a versatile musician who plays a variety of
instruments, including early wind instruments such as recorder flutes and
Renaissance bagpipes, keyboards like harpsichords and pianos, and plucked
string instruments like European psalteries and authentic Russian gusli.
She is also a musicologist. She graduated from the Tchaikovsky Moscow
Conservatory and completed her postgraduate studies there. She collaborates
with several Russian ensembles specializing in period performance. She has
participated in numerous concerts and festivals aimed at popularizing early
European and Russian music.

Dmitry Cherevko is a Russian performer on period plucked instruments
and a multi-instrumentalist (vihuela, Renaissance guitar, five-row guitar,
cittern, and wind instruments). He graduated from the Glazunov Conservatory
in Petrozavodsk. He is the author of several books about the history of the
guitar and collections of early music arrangements. His solo discography
includes over ten releases featuring music for the vihuela, Renaissance guitar,
and five-row guitar. In addition to his solo concert activities, he participates
in various musical projects related to early music.
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Yuri Posypanov is a drummer and multi-instrumentalist. He graduated
from the Ippolitov-Ivanov Music and Pedagogical Institute, majoring in
percussion under the guidance of Mark Pekarsky. He leads the Alcantar early
music ensemble and is the only expert on early percussion instruments in the
country. He also researches and performs folk music from various countries
of Europe, Africa, and Latin America.
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
