Flexible records, made of X-ray film, are commonly referred to as "records on
bones" or "records on ribs". Or shortly, in a simple way - "bones" or "ribs". In
fact, such records can be divided into two different categories:

- cut on unused (unprocessed) light-struck X-ray film, where of course no bones
can be seen;

- cut on X-ray patterns, where various parts of skeletons are really visible.
Additionally such flexible records "on bones" were jokingly called as "product of
Underground X-ray Company" (approximate translation into English).

Jokes are jokes, but in the Soviet Union, the production and sale of records "on
bones" by private persons were considered unlawful acts and were punished in
various ways. Some people even ended up in prison for several years.

As remembered by old collectors, in the 60s flexible X-ray records could be
bought not only from private owners, but also in some official sound-recording
studios. Mostly, the ones cut on unused X-ray film. By the way, it was very
convenient to sign such flexible records - letterings both by a pencil and by a
ballpoint pen were clearly visible. Possibly, sound-recording studios were centrally
sent X-ray films that have expired.

It is known that some employees of sound-recording studios traded in the under-
the-counter sale of "records on bones".

Flexible X-ray records can be both one-sided and double-sided. In general,
double-sided ones are not very common. But possibly it all depends on region. At
least in (Soviet) Georgia, according to the recollections of local music lovers,
double-sided flexible records "on bones" were not so very rare.

Flexible X-ray records were mainly recorded at 78 and 33 1/3 rpm. Since the late
60s, the recording industry, both official and illegal, began to give up 78 rpm.

But (Soviet) Georgia completely drops out of this harmonious theory, based on
many years' experience of a vast number of music collectors from different parts
of the Soviet Union. Most of the flexible "records on bones" were recorded there
at 78 rpm (even in the early 70s).

The speed of 45 rpm in the USSR was not very popular. Flexible X-ray records
with this rotation speed are quite rare. Although, according to the recollections of
Georgian music lovers, once again particularly in (Soviet) Georgia they were not
very rare.

Definitely, a huge number of flexible X-ray records were made through towns and
cities of the big USSR.

Several examples of such records on the Beatles theme, cut on unused X-ray
films and X-ray patterns, are presented below.

The presented above flexible record with the song Roll Over Beethoven [see Pic.
1.1-3], recorded in the Moscow Sound-Recording Studio at Gorky street, 4,
confirms the recollections of old-timers that official sound-recording studios also
cut records on undeveloped X-ray film. The flexible record with the song Mrs
Vandebilt from Lysychansk city, shown on Pic. 1.1-4, says the same as well.

Three more flexible X-ray records, from those shown above, are from the
collection of the Ukrainian Beatles fan Vadim Legkokonets from Kiev.

Kansas City [see Pic. 2.1-3] - in October, 2018, was presented to The Beatles
Story museum in Liverpool.

All My Loving and Can't Buy Me Love [see Pic. 2.1-4 and Pic. 2.1-5] - at the
request of the initiative group of the beatles.ru club, were delivered from Kiev to
Moscow in early June 2004 to prepare a gift for Paul McCartney, who had to come
for a concert in St. Petersburg at Palace square on June 20. Can’'t Buy Me Love,
of the two records, was chosen as the bigger hit. It was resolved to make the
design in the style of the Gold Disc with a commemorative plaque. The work was
completed in one night. Shortly before the concert, a frame with a record packed
in a protective film was brought by train to St. Petersburg. On June 18,
McCartney, on his birthday, landed at Pulkovo-1 airport, where he was given the
memorable present, through one of the members of his touring team.
Unfortunately, good shots concerning this event haven't remained - the photo
studio, where the photo film was handed in for developing and printing
photographs, lost it forever.

Two found double-sided flexible records-"bones" from (Soviet) Georgia are
particularly surprising: one with I Saw Her Standing There [see Pic. 2.2-1], the
other with Paperback Writer [see Pic. 2.2-2]. The music by The Beatles is
adjacent to the songs in Georgian language on them. Musical pieces which are
completely far apart in all senses. The thought creeps in, that this way - with the
help of The Beatles - they tried, in (Soviet) Georgia, to spread their native-
language songs. And this, on the other hand, makes us think that such records
were made in official sound-recording studios - and not by customers' orders, but
were cut ahead of time and sold with already-prepared set of songs. But it is only
a supposal.

It could be heard, from some Russian media, about huge rarity of flexible records
"on bones" with The Beatles tracks - as if only a few have survived by now, and
their price reaches 30 thousand US dollars. Possibly it is due to lack of
knowledge, possibly - for the sake of a witty remark. On eBay auction only in
2018-2019 about hundred copies of such flexible records "on bones", and priced
from 23 to 275 US dollars, were sold - some of them are shown on Pic. 4 below.
